Hi story of the Greensbo

In 2009, we celebrated our 100th anniversary as a club. In
North Carolina alone, there are 250 woman's clubs that belong to
federation with over 8,000 members.

The Greensboro Woman’s Club was organized in 1909 with
157 charter members dedicated to promote “community betterment
and cultural improvement”. By 1921, membership had grown to
358 women and the club was able to purchase the Weir-Jordan
House for use as a meeting place.

The Greensboro Woman's Club is a member of a national
organization known as the General Federation of Woman's Clubs
(GFWC). The federation is one of the oldest non-partisan, non-
denominational women's volunteer service organizations in the
world. The national federation was founded in 1890, our state fed-
eration was founded in 1902.
